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                POOL RULES           

1. All persons using the pool or pool area do so at their own risk and sole responsibility.  The Association and management do not assume responsibility for any accidents or injury in connection with such use.

2. All persons using the pool facilities agree to conform to all rules and regulations.  Any person may be barred from the pool or pool area at the discretion of the Board of Directors for violation of rules and regulations or for any other reason which in the Board’s judgement constitutes a hazard to the person barred, to others or to the Association.

3. Guests are welcome when accompanied by an adult resident.  Guests should be informed of the pool rules.

4. Children under fourteen (14) years of age will not be allowed in the pool area unless accompanied by an adult 18 years or older.  Children four (4) years old or younger are not allowed in the spa.  No diapers, other than Baby Swimsuit Diapers, either permanent or disposable, are allowed in the pool.

5. Warning to parents:  Because of the high heat level of the spa, beware of letting your young children use it.  Residents/parents are responsible for the actions of their guests/children at all times.

6. Change clothes in restrooms only.

7. Personal conduct in the pool must be such that the safety of self and others is not jeopardized.  Personal conduct must reflect consideration, at all times, to others using the pool facilities and adjacent condominiums.  After 10 pm a resident may call the sheriff to report excessive disturbances.

8. Rowdy behavior will not be permitted.  Do not push, dunk, or throw anyone into the water.  No running will be permitted in the pool area at any time.  Organized games will be permitted.  Floats are permitted when they do not interfere with others using the pool.  They must be removed from the pool at the request of another resident if that resident feels the float is interfering with his or her use of the pool.  The float may be returned to the water when that resident is finished swimming.

9. No gum or breakable materials such as bottles, glass or china will be permitted in the pool enclosure.  Food consumption should be limited to the Ramada and seating areas.  All food and debris should be properly discarded into the trash containers provided.

10. Absolutely no animals of any kind are allowed in the pool enclosure at any time with the exception of handicapped-assisting dogs.  No bicycles, roller skates/blades, or skate boards are allowed in the pool area.

11. The cost of any property damage will be charged to the responsible homeowner.

12. The Association will not be responsible for loss or damage to any personal property.

13. The pool may be closed at any time due to breakdowns or other operational difficulties and /or at the discretion of the Board of Directors, management firm, or Health Department.

14. The barbecue grill must be cleaned after each use.

15. No smoking in the pool area.

16. Failure to comply with the above rules will result in action by the Board of Directors.  Homeowners are responsible for providing the pool rules to their tenants.  Homeowners are also responsible for the behavior of their tenants.

17. These rules may be revised or added to at any time.
