GENERAL RULES AND GUIDELINES
In order to achieve and maintain Pinnacle Canyon in a manner that will establish our property as a comfortable and prestigious place to live, the Board of Directors has adopted the following Rules and Regulations on behalf of all owners.

ADVERTISEMENTS:  No signs may be publicly displayed on any building premises without the written consent of the Board of Directors, other than:

· One “For Sale” sign and “For Sale” sign rider. The size of the “For Sale” sign needs to be in conformance with industry standard size sign, which shall not exceed 18” x 24”, and the industry size sign rider, which shall not exceed 6” x 24”.

· The bulletin board at the mailboxes may be used for posting of advertisements if the ad is submitted and approved by one board member or the association manager.  Submit these postings by placing them in the manager’s mailbox and notifying the managing agent at 795-2100.

ASSESSMENTS:  Assessments are due and payable on the first day of each month.  If assessments are not paid within thirty (30) days after the due date, a late charge of the greatest of $15.00 or ten percent of the delinquent amount will be charged to your account(s).

CHILDREN:  It is requested that all children be supervised for their own safety and that their conduct does not disturb others.  No children under 14 years are permitted to use the pool, business center equipment, or exercise equipment without an adult 18 years or older supervising.

COMMENTS/COMPLAINTS:  All comments/complaints by homeowners should be written and put in the manager’s mailbox in front of the Clubhouse; the property manager or Board of Directors will address them as soon as possible.  In an emergency, call Sherri Espinoza at Paul Ash Management Company, 795-2100.

DISTURBANCES AND NOISES:  A reasonable consideration for your neighbors is very important.  No homeowner shall permit any noise which may annoy or disturb other homeowners.  No homeowner shall permit any activity that will interfere with the rights, comfort or convenience of other residents of Pinnacle Canyon.  This includes pets disturbing your neighbors.

ENFORCEMENT OF RULES:  Rules and Regulations established by the Board of Directors will be enforced by the Board of Directors, and its designated property management firm.

FINES:  The Pinnacle Canyon Board of Directors reserve the right to levy fines for violations of the rules and regulations established on behalf of the Association.

EXERCISE ROOM:  Your pool key opens the north pool gate allowing access to the exercise room, business center, and restrooms.  Please turn off the lights and television and close and secure the door when you leave.  Athletic shoes must be worn when using the exercise equipment.  Guests must be accompanied by unit owner or leaseholder.

EXTERIOR-PATIOS:  Only patio furniture designed for exterior use and plants displayed in an attractive manner are allowed on balconies/patios.  Birdfeeders and wind chimes may only be allowed if neighbors or other residents do not object and they are not a hazard to residents. Any additions or modifications to the exterior of your condominium or to the interior of your condominium which may be viewed from the exterior must have written permission of the Architectural Committee.  No objects of any kind may be stored or placed in the common areas or outside the main entry door of a unit or in the patio area of a unit if such items or objects could be blown off patios, could pose a hazard to residents, guests, or property.  No laundry shall be hung out or exposed to any part of the common areas.  Outside clotheslines or clothesline apparatuses are prohibited.

GARAGE DOORS:  Garage doors will be kept closed when not in use.

GENERAL DAMAGES:  Damages to the common areas caused by owners, their tenants or guests shall be assessed to the legally responsible unit owner.

GUEST PARKING:  Guest parking is available in any uncovered parking space.  Parking is only for use by legally operable, currently registered/licensed vehicles.  Unit owners must park in their assigned spaces before using the uncovered parking spaces.

LIGHTING:  The exterior lighting next to main entry doors as well as pole lighting and common area lighting throughout the community will be maintained by the association.  Please notify the association by comment card if you are aware of any exterior lighting outage.

OPEN-FLAME COOKING DEVICES, including charcoal barbeques and LP gas grills, shall be used in compliance with the State of Arizona and International Fire Code which prohibits the operation of open-flame cooking devices within 10 ft.  of combustible construction, including individual units, balconies, patios and garages.     LP Gas tanks or containers, whether connected to cooking devices or not, may not be located or stored in individual units, on balconies, on patios, or in garages.    This rule applies to all Units without exception.  Violations of the OPEN-FLAME COOKING DEVICES regulations will result in the levy of an appropriate fine and loss of Common Element recreational facilities until the violation is corrected and outstanding fines have been paid.
PETS:  No dog, cat or other animal shall be permitted in any common area unless carried or on a leash.  Pets are prohibited from the pool area and clubhouse area except for disability assisting dogs.  Residents are responsible for immediately cleaning up any excrement deposited by their pets in the common area and are also responsible for any damage to the common area caused by their pets.  Guests of residents owning pets must abide by the same rules as residents.  Residents are responsible for their guests’ pets.

POOL KEY:  Key opens pool gates for pool access.  Please be sure to securely close gates after entering or exiting pool area.  

RESPONSIBILITY:  Homeowners are responsible for providing all rules to their tenants and guests.  Homeowners are responsible for their tenants and guests.

VEHICLES:  No maintenance or repairs of vehicles will be allowed on the property.  No RVs, boats, trailers, etc. are permitted to park on the premises.  If it doesn’t fit in your garage, don’t park it here.  No vehicles shall be parked on the street overnight.  Residents must park their vehicles in their garage or carport.  Guests must park in uncovered spots.

WASTE DISPOSAL:  All garbage and refuse should be secured in bags before placing in dumpsters.  If dumpster is full, please use another one that is not full.

The Pinnacle Canyon Board of Directors reserves the right to change/modify any rule or regulation established on behalf of the Association.

We recommend that all homeowners read their Covenants, Conditions and Restrictions (CC&Rs) and By-Laws.
