Board of Directors - Statement of the Association for 2009


This was a year of transition.  Two new Board members were appointed, to fill vacancies the President and Treasurer left the Board.   A great deal has been accomplished in 2009 and we have a great deal more to do.
 

Contracts with all vendors were re-negotiated, and overall we were able to improve services and save some money for the HOA.

 

Seal coating was applied to six specific pavement areas which had not been resealed previously and two patch repairs were made.  The reserve study addresses resealing and the remaining areas will be taken care of in the near future as needed. 
Rock edgework was installed along sidewalks and curbs throughout much of the property. The remaining areas will be completed overtime.   "Granite" pathways were placed in several areas to ease movement from one area to another.  We are aware that there are a few owner-installed and non-compliant pathways that must be addressed and then need for a few new paths and requests for those may be made to the Architectural Committee with forms available on the Pinnacle Canyon website. 
 
Landscaping improvements continue.   All trees needing pruning/trimming in order to protect roofs and buildings were done in Dec. 2009.   In the future, ongoing maintenance will be a budgeted expense to protect our investment.  Plant replacement will continue, but with a careful eye that we DO NOT continue to plant javalina popular plants..Which are continually consumed by them and not warranted?   Irrigation system repair and maintenance is an ongoing process.  The Board approved and Lewis installed frost protection covers for all backflow valves.

The spa was resurfaced in Jan 2009 and both the pool and spa were brought up to standards of compliance for drain safety as per the Virginia Graham Baker Act in April 2009.
Mike Leon, Fire Inspector for Rural Metro, inspected the property in May 2009 and made several recommendations which have been complied with and include occupancy limits for various rooms in the Clubhouse, identifying and marking driveways for the location fire hydrants onsite, and the passage of Resolution # 4-2009 which restricts the use and storage of LP gas and gas grills as per the International Fire code standards.

Five Star Painting returned to Pinnacle Canyon to complete the stucco repair and painting.  All cracks were identified, repaired and repainted on all Units and the Clubhouse.  Garage stucco repair and wall repairs are now the responsibility of the onsite management employee.
 

In July, PAMCO submitted their resignation via email with 30 days notice to two Board members only.  With much hard work and study, a new management company was selected from the 3 highly recommended choices. Lewis Management took over on November 1, 2009.

 

The Board took the initiative to adopt Resolutions to:
· Establish Fiscal Policy and Guidelines

· Create Standing Committees

· Comply to Open Flame Cooking Device Restrictions

· Enforcement Procedures for Violations of Condominium Documents

· Establish a Collection Policy
Additionally, a lot of unit owners are concerned by the rental violations and impact on our common area use in 2008.   Under the new management company, we have the opportunity to start fresh and compile a listing of all unit information.  Every unit has received a form, by mail, to record their personal and contact information, including a registry for owner-occupied and rentals.  Rentals are required to submit a roster form and agreement that Community Rules have been distributed and acknowledged by new tenants for the execution of every new lease.

If you have not completed and returned your forms, it is essential that you do so.  We have incomplete information on this from the former property manager and it is imperative for safety and administrative purposes to recompile this information in its entirety for Lewis Management and Rural Metro Fire Dept.   This is for your own protection.
This year, we budgeted for, and have begun the recovering of the pool furniture cushions, more planting will occur, we will replace the palm tree lights with new of the same, the tattered American flag will be replaced, and new lights have been placed at the end of the Sunrise entry.
Thank everyone that volunteered to serve on the 2009 committees. There was a great deal of hard work and effort done by many dedicated people. The Board of Directors could not have done all we did without you.   On that note, sign-ups for 2010 committees will begin this coming week.   All residents are welcome to join, but we ask that you limit yourself to two committees - we don't want to wear you out or spread anyone too thin!  We have much more to accomplish this year and we’re counting on your help.
